The 
prohibition applies in all circumstances, including handling and firing at an approved shooting 
club or at a clay pigeon shoot where a certificate is not ordinarily required. It also applies to the 
possession or use of other categories of firearms and ammunition such as airguns or shot 
cartridges for which a certificate is not needed.
